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WHEREAS, excellence in education is vital to the success of Wyoming and each child and
adolescent is entitled to a good education; and

WHEREAS, students prepare for responsibilities and opportunities of the future through
education which helps develop intellect through lessons in literacy, math and science; and

WHEREAS, one shining example of what education ought to be was provided by the Rebbe,
Rabbi Menachem Schneerson, a global spiritual leader who dedicated his life to the betterment
of mankind and was a tireless advocate for youth around the world. The Rebbe emphasized the
importance of education and good character, and instilled hope for a brighter future in the lives
of countless people in America and across the globe; and

WHEREAS, the Rebbe taught that education should not be limited to the acquisition of
knowledge and preparation for a career “to make a better living,” but “better living” should
encompass not only the individual but society as a whole. The educational system should focus
