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o From Rosh HaShanah until Yom Kippur, we don't say “He who blesses His
nation with peace” because during this time period of justice we act as If there
IS no charity and therefore no generosity of blessing. Rather, we say “He who
makes peace” since peace and justice coexist in the world.




Explanation #2 — Rabbi Yaakov Molin
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o The reason we end the benediction with “He who makes peace” during Rosh
Hashana and during the rest of the year we say “He who blesses His nation
with peace” is because the word “Oseh” corresponds numerically to “Sfariel”
which is the angel appointed to inscribing and we mention him now so he will

write us in the book of good life and peace.
